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FOUNDATION  SCHOLARSHIPS

Many generous donors establish
foundation scholarships in support of
higher education in Central Louisiana.
There are three types of foundation
scholarships available: Endowed
Scholarships for First Generation Students,
General Endowed Scholarships; and Non-
endowed scholarships.

Foundation scholarships are awarded by
an application process. 

These types of scholarships each have a
unique criteria to determine eligibility.
Eligibility requirements can include, but are
not limited to: ACT/SAT test scores, high
school grade point average, current grade
point average, degree program,
participation in school activities/clubs,
financial need, and ect.

Amounts of these scholarships can vary
from $250 to the complete cost of tuition
and fees. 

Once a student is awarded a foundation
scholarship, the student may continue
receiving the scholarship for up to eight
consecutive semesters, as long as the
student meets the retention requirements.

To be considered for foundation
scholarships, you must complete and
submit an application prior to the deadline
date. A student can complete a new
application each academic year to be
considered for foundations scholarships.

Step 2: Complete the application and

submit it for review. 

Step 3: Complete all follow-up tasks if

applicable.  

Step 4: Check for updates during the

awarding period.   

Step 5: If chosen as a recipient, accept

or deny your award.    

Once the application period ends, the
scholarship committee will review each
candidate and determine who will
become a recipient of each scholarship
available. Once this process is complete,
all students who have applied for
foundation scholarships will receive a
notification regarding their status. All
students who are chosen to receive a
scholarship will receive an offer letter.
The student will have to accept or deny
their award in AwardSpring.
